is still growing. Moose Games is a very prestigious Gymnastics 

Games for International Schools and clubs around Asia, with 

participating countries such as China, Taiwan, Philippines, 

Thailand, Singapore, Hong Kong, Indonesia, Malaysia and 

India. Gymnastics, like any other sport, are divided according 

to the different categories and apparatus specializations. The 

main disciplines are Vault, Uneven Bars, Floor Exercise, High Bar, Balance Beam, 

Rings and Pommel Horse, among others. 

Corey and Dillon have collected an impressive amount of awards from this 

competition. In 2015, in the women’s category, Corey received first 

place for the Individual All Around event, second place for the Vault 

event and third for the Uneven Bar event. This year, she achieved 

third place for the Team event. In the men’s category, Dillon 

received first place for the Vault event and second for High Bar in 

2015. In 2016, he too received first place for the Individual All Around 

event. Securing first place for Rings and Floor Exercise, he firmly 

tucked under his belt the second place for Parallel Bars, Vault, 

Pommel Horse and High Bar event.
