 Cambridge International Examinations 2013 Oct/Nov Results Release:  
- Year 9 - Checkpoint Oct 2013 Exams Results:

English Average Score – 3.7/6
Maths Average Score -     5.2/6
Science Average Score -   5.3/6

- Year 11 – IGCSE Oct/Nov 2013 Exam Results:
Accounting, Biology, Business Studies Chemistry, Economics & Physics all secured 100% 
passes. Whilst Additional Maths secured 76%, ist Language English 93% & Maths 86% 
respectively.

- A Level Oct/Nov 2013 Exam Results:
Accounting,  Literature  in  English  &  Physics  secured  100%,  Biology  82%,  Business 
Studies AND Chemistry 75%, Economics 80% & Maths 84% respectively.
